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Penguin Waddle 2013 

 

The African penguin population is currently less than 5% of the original population and still declining 

rapidly, with an 80% decline since the 1950s, and a 60% decline in the past decade. As a result, it has been 

classified as ENDANGERED by the IUCN, and is listed in Appendix II of CITES and the Bonn Convention for 

the conservation of migratory species. It is estimated that the African penguin could be extinct within the 

next 15 to 20 years! 

These frightening facts inspired the initial Penguin Promises Waddle for a week from Gansbaai to Simons 

town in 2011. It proved to be an immense success and has since become an annual event. The objective is 

to generate further sensitivity and consciousness every year for these species which are both endemic and 

in danger of extinction, and to inspire accountable action from the public.   

On Thursday morning 25 March 2013 a group of enthusiastic penguin campaigners travelled through 

Kleinmond on their way to Simons town in aid of raising awareness for the African Penguin. 

The team from Hangklip-Kleinmond Tourism Bureau welcomed the Waddlers with some refreshments and 

information on the area at Siyabulela Pre-Primary. After having joined in the fun as the little one’s 

entertained them with cheerful song and dance, the group were on their way again to Betty’s Bay in high 

spirits.

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Uit die Fynbosskat deur Kleinmond Natuurbewaringsvereniging 

Na ‘n lang somer is die Kleinmondse berg- en seefynbos redelik droog en die blomme nie so vollop nie.  

Daar is egter een fynbos familie wat die wa deur die drif trek en bewys hoe taai en lewenskragtig dit is : ons 

liewe, onoortreflike Ericas. Wat variasie in vorm en voorkoms betref is daar min gelyke hier rond --- 

blommetjievorms in klokkies, pypies, bolletjies, klossies ; fyn en groot. 

Kom kyk gerus na bykans dertig verskillende individue (of spesies) van die Erica --- daar is kleure en vorms 

en heuninggeure wat die speelsheid en wonder van die fynbos beklemtoon.  

Na die afgelope goeie reën begin die Protea familie letterlik kop uitsteek. Skielik is daar oral wit en rooi 

suikerbosse (Protea repens),  groen P.coronata met sy wit baardjie (hoog op langs die gruispad), die 

koningsprotea, (P. cynaroides) wat so lekker kan wegkruip en ons eie Botrivierprotea. (P. compacta)   Hoog 

in die berg is die Swartbaardprotea meer volop. (P. lepidocarpodendron) Sy pragtige swart fluweel baard is 

kenmerkend. Twee ander soorte kom ook nou voor ---- die klein pikante P.mundii en die groter P. nerifolia : 

beide besonders in vorm, kleur en tekstuur. 

En moenie die wit knopiesbosse vergeet nie ---- by die see blom die Phylica ericoides en daar is nog twee 

ander spesies in die berg wat ewe mooi is. Kom kyk self! Bogenoemde fynbosblomme word tans te sien by 

die inligtingsburo, maar daar is ook ander interessante blommetjies uit die berg en omgewing wat deel van 

die uitstalling uitmaak. Lekker van die fynbos is die verassings wat jy raakloop ----- daar is altyd iets nuuts of 

’n ou bekende wat weer sy verskyning  maak. 

Om dié rede verander die blomuitstalling ook sodat daar ten minste elke twee weke nuwe spesies bykom 

en ander wegval ------ iemand wat iets van die fynbos wil leer en bewonder moet deur die jaar kom kyk en 

minstens eenmaal elke maand. In die lente dan ook meer dikwels.  

Op die oomblik word mens verras met ‘n sterk heuninggeur as jy in die veld rondloop en by nadere 

ondersoek vind jy dis die bekende blombos (Metalasia muricata) van die asterfamilie (Asteraceae) wat 

plek-plek in oorvloed voorkom.  Die blombos het nog ‘n paar verwante species wat rondom ons dorp 

voorkom.  Die M. densa met sy kleiner blomhofies, M. lichtensteinii met sy stekelrige blaartjies en die M. 

erubescens met sy pragtige pienk blomhofies is voorbeelde hiervan.
